SPECIAL NEEDS 
APRIL 2008 MEETING 

April 22 nd: Person Centered Planning 
presented by Jodi Reimer from the Arc of 
King County. This is a process that helps 
families and those with disabilities identify 
their dreams, fears and talents. It involves 
3-4 gatherings, usually in the personôs 
home, where friends, family and others 
chosen by the family brainstorm together 
about how to enrich the life of the person 
with special needs. Gatherings are facili-
tated by trained people who listen, ask 
questions and draw pictures and words 
that represent the desires of the focus 
person. The end result is a book about 
the person with the disability and an ac-
tion plan to help them accomplish their 
goals. Join us at the meeting to learn 
more about how this process works and 
how it can be of benefit to your child! This 
is a free service of the Arc.
